Board of Election, Commissioners’ Meeting Minutes
Date: May 26, 2022
Location: Senior Center

Members Present: Kimberley Vanderspek, Winifred Octave, John DiCicco,
Paul Franco and Brenda JenKkins.

City Officials Present: Michael Traynor, Niko Vangjeli, Prof. Nate Persily.
Meeting was called to order at 5:32.

Pledge of Alliance was said.

Minutes approved.

First Business Item: School Committee Redistricting

Niko provided review of the proposed new 6 school committee districts. Maps
were posted for public viewing. The final six districts are still being drawn.
The parties will still be reviewing the proposals.

Maxpotenital, 14 Lyon Street, spoke first and this is the third meeting he
attended. He wondered if this proposal is a done deal.

Mr. Traynor explained the legal implication of the Interfaith decision.

Melissa Hutchins, 30 Rice Lane, concerned that the new disticts will
discourage voter participation by creating more confusion.

Christine Johnson, 8 Congress Street, provided her view of the proposed
redistricting of the school committee districts.

George Russell, City Councilor. He supported the decree to avoid a long
lawsuit. Definition of minority in the decree is different than what is
customary definition of minority. Give the the school districts something
other than a number such as letters or area designation. He thinks the
Westside gets extra seats as the districts are being proposed.

Paul asked Mr. Russell if he did not want the westside to have its own district
and he said no he wanted everyone to be represented.

Winifred would like to see a representative from the plaintiff’s from the
lawsuit participate in the meeting.



Mr. Trayor will tell the plaintiff’s attorney that the commission would like a
representative to come to these heaerings.

Prof. Persily expressed his concern that the proposed districts will not sastify
the Voting Rights Act. He will seek more input from the plaintiffs in the
lawsuit.

Winifred asked who makes the final decision and Prof. Persily said he has the
final say based upon the consent decree. He wants input from the voting
residents, elected officials and anyone interested.

Prof Persily has the updated CVAP data and he will draw the districts for the
next meeting but he still wants to speak with the plaintiffs’ representive on
this.

Second Business Item: Proposed Polling Locations

Kimberley explained that we have added 12 voting precincts due to the
population growth in the City’s population.

The City will take measures to notify the residents of their new voting
locations.

Next Meeting scheduled for June 2, 2022 at 5:30pm at the 7" Day Adventist
Church at 2 Airport Drive.

Meeting was called to order at 5:30 pm.

Pledge of Alliance was said.

First Business Item:

Consent Decree Discussion:

Prof. Nate Persily was the first speaker showing us the new maps for the six
school committee districts, plan 5.27 and plan 6.1. He said both plans would
comply with the consent decree and the Voting Rights Act.

Samual Bowden of 42 Richmond Ave had two questions: How will the new
disticts affect existing school committee members and whether the new distcts
could align with the existing City Council districts.

He likes plan 5.2 7over of Plan 6.1.

Ruth Rodriguez former teacher and one of the plaintiffs in the consent decree.
She said that Hispanic students are disciplined more harshly than white
students and that having a school committee more representative of the
community would lead to better outcomes for Hisoanic students. She also
menitoned about allowing green card holders to vote since many legal
Hispanic work in the community but they cannot vote with a green card.

Attorney Oren Sellstrom, who represents the plaintiffs in the Interfaith case,
spoke about the initial proposed map, Main South in District 1 and the other
focus on Grape Brook Valley for District 2. Still needs time to address the
maps Prof Persily proposed tonight.

Andy Haynes, Burncoat area from Worcester, was concernd about having a
school outside a particulasr district and councilor seat.



City Council George Russell submitted a letter recommending that the new
school committee districts be named by letters or geographic directions.

Paul suggested naming the school committee after the high schools in the
district to help identify the area. Prof Persily said that should be something to
consider once the districts are finalized.

Debra Bolz of District 2 sent an email claiming that the proposed six district
school committee plans are too confusing and complicated. She suggested that
the new districts mirror those of the existing city council. However, the City
Solicitor clarified that the City Council Districts are not subject to the consent
decree and the proposed plans have no authority to alter the City Council
School Districts at this time.

Second Business Item: New Poll locations for voters.

The only comment came from Paul who suggested that each location provide
fully functioning wifi with upgraded routers to handle the voilume of Ipads to
be used on Eleciton Day by the poll workers in those precincts.

Meeting adjourned at 6:30 pm.

Dear Professor Persily,

Attached please find Plaintiffs’ proposed map for the new School Committee districts in
Worcester. It can also be accessed here. As you know, pursuant to the Consent Decree in the
above-captioned case, you as the independent expert are charged with drawing the new district
map to be implemented beginning with the 2023 School Committee elections.! We hope that this
information will assist you in that effort.

In designing this proposed map, Plaintiffs have considered a number of different factors.
First and foremost, we have looked to the mandates of the Consent Decree to ensure that the map
is compliant in all respects with what the parties have agreed upon and the Court has approved as
a binding court order. This includes the requirements that two districts be “majority-minority,”>
that district boundaries be drawn “to optimally meet and protect” the ability of communities of
color in Worcester to elect representatives of their choice, and that the map fully comply with the
Voting Rights Act and other applicable federal and state laws.>

In addition, as we have done throughout this litigation, Plaintiffs have sought input from
the broader community, particularly from Worcester’s communities of color. In incorporating the

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community feedback we have gathered through community presentations and outreach, we have
been guided by traditional redistricting principles, such as keeping communities of interest
together and respecting natural boundaries where possible.* We have been particularly aided in
this endeavor by the “districtr” mapping tool created by the MGGG Redistricting Lab at Tufts
University, which has allowed direct community input and engagement in this mapping process.
We extend our deepest gratitude to the Tufts team for their efforts in democratizing redistricting
and making this type of mapping tool broadly accessible.

As to the specific districts created, Districts 1 and 2 are the two “majority-minority”
districts called for under the Consent Decree. Notably, these districts not only meet the
requirements of the Consent Decree, they are also districts that would naturally be created simply
based on traditional redistricting principles. For example, District 1 encompasses a historically
well-defined neighborhood — Main South — which is defined by the commercial and residential
areas surrounding the southern portion of Main Street and includes Clark University and
University Park. Proposed District 1 extends north and west from Main South, to surrounding
areas that share many commonalities. Outer boundaries of this district were created based on
community input as to where divisions appeared to make most sense. For example, Highland
Street to the north was seen by many as a natural line of demarcation between this district and
District 5.

District 2 begins just to the east of District 1 and extends northward. It encompasses
established neighborhoods such as Union Hill and the Canal District near its southern boundary,
and extends up to Great Brook Valley in the north, including a number of pre-existing East Side
neighborhoods along the way (e.g., Shrewsbury Street, Brittan Hill). This makes for a somewhat
elongated district, but one that many community members noted is marked by commonalities
shared by residents in these areas, including common recreation, shopping areas, and faith
communities.

Once these first two districts were created, the remaining four districts fell into place
around them quite naturally, due to Worcester’s configuration and outer limits. Of particular note,
District 4 (the southernmost district) forms a cohesive district based on shared communities of
interest, and also results in a district that is over 40% residents of color. This demography suggests
a high probability that communities of color will be able to elect candidates of their choice in this
district as well, consistent with the Consent Decree’s mandate that all districts be drawn to
optimally meet and protect the interests of Worcester’s communities of color.

4 In addition to relying on information we have gathered from community input sessions specific to this litigation,
we have also incorporated local community feedback obtained during Massachusetts’ recent State redistricting
process, where similar issues concerning Worcester’s communities of interest, natural boundaries, etc. were relevant.
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A few additional notes:

1) The districtr mapping tool shows Voting Age Population (VAP), rather than the Citizen
Voting Age Population (CVAP) metric that is called for under the Consent Decree. Our
preliminary analysis of CVAP data, however, suggests that our proposed map meets the
requirements of the Consent Decree as to CVAP as well. We recognize though that some
adjustments to district boundaries may be required as you analyze the most recent CVAP
data in greater detail.

2) We are aware of the City’s interest in aligning the School Committee districts with
existing wards and precincts. Our view generally is that “the tail should not wag the dog”
— i.e., meeting the terms of the Consent Decree should be prioritized above aligning the
districts with existing wards and precincts (and some precinct-splits will be required no
matter how the map is drawn). Nonetheless, we recognize that precinct-splitting creates
some administrative hurdles, which in turn can lead to voter confusion — a result that all
parties wish to avoid. Accordingly, where possible, we have drawn our districts to respect
existing precinct lines, and to minimize other administrative hurdles. In those instances
where this effort was in tension with the mandates and goals of the Consent Decree,
however, we have prioritized compliance with the Consent Decree, as we believe is
required by law.

In this regard, we note that the City has not to date changed the number of City Council
districts, of which there are currently five. This means that the City Council districts will be
unable to align with the six School Committee districts that are now required by court order. The
Consent Decree explicitly states that the City “shall consider whether to also change the City’s
method of electing City Council in order to align it with the Chosen Electoral System [for School
Committee]....”> However, it is our understanding that this consideration has not yet occurred in
any open, public session of the City Council. To the degree that the City wishes to avoid
administrative burdens and voter confusion in its elections, aligning the City Council districts
with the new School Committee districts is a clear and obvious way to do so. It remains Plaintiffs’
hope that the City will take this step before the November 2023 elections, to prevent the type of
administrative problem that City officials have stated they wish to avoid.

We look forward to hearing additional community input during the upcoming Election
Commission hearings. In the meantime, please do not hesitate to reach out to us if you have any
questions about our proposed map or would like any further information. Thank you in advance
for your time and expertise in helping to effect this change in Worcester’s electoral system, which
will advance equal voting opportunity and benefit Worcester’s residents for years to come.
