SecTion 1. At the commencement of the
municipal year, the following joint standing
committees shall be chosen or appointed by
their respective boards :—

A Committee on Finance.

A Committee on Claims.

A Committee on Printing.

A Committee on Highways and Sidewalks.

A Committee on Water.

A Committee on Fire Department.

A Committee on Lighting Streets.

A Committee on Military Affairs.

A Committee on Education.

A Committee on Charities.

A Committee on Ordinances.

A Committee on Sewers.

A Committee on Public Buildings.

A Comimittee to assign the Mayor’s inaug-
ural address, and all unfinished business of
the previous year. Each of the above com-
mittees shall consist of two Aldermen and
three members of the Common Council, ex-
cept when it be otherwise ordered.

SecT. 2. In all joint committees, the num-
ber of members from the Common Council
shall be one greater than the number trom
the Board of Aldermen.
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Sger. 3. The Mayor shall be, ex-officio,
chairman of any joint committee of which he
is a member; and of other joint committees,
the first named member of the Board of
Aldermen; and in case ot his resignation or
absence, the next named member of the same
board; and afterwards, the member of the
Common Council first in order, shall call the
meetings of the committee and act as chair-
man.

Secr. 4. When either board shall not con-~
cur with the other in any ordinance, order or
resolution, sent from such other, notice of
such non-concurrence shall forthwith be given.

Sect. 5. In every case of disagreement on
any matter requiring the joint action of the
two boards, if either board shall request a
conference, and appoint a committee for that
purpose. the other board shall appointa com-
mittee to confer with them; each committee
shall consist of three members on the part of
each board representing its vote. Said com-
mittee shall meet at a time appointed by the
chairman of the committee on the part of the
board requesting the conference, and state to
each other the reasons of their respective
boards, for or against the proposed action,
and report at the same or at the next regular
meeting; and their report, if agreed to by a
majority of each committee, shall be first
acted on by the board asking the conference,
and may be either accepted or rejected.

Each board shall transmit to the
other, all papers on which any ordinance,

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joint order or resolution shall be founded, and
all papers on their passage between the two
boards, shall be under the signatures of their
respective clerks or presiding officers.

A motion to adjourn shall always
be in order; that, and the motion to lay on
the table, shall be decided without debate.

Sect. 9. The previous question shall be
put in this form: “Shall the main question
benow put?” Itonly shall be admitted when
demanded by a majority of the members pres-
ent; and, until it is decided, shall preclude all
amendment and debate of the main question,
and after the adoption of the previous ques-
tion, the sense of the council shall forthwith
